Preachers Educated and Equipped to Help Deal with
Cholera Epidemic

CBT graduates reported that in the first 2 weeks of the cholera outbreak, many
people died, and help was not available to treat those that were ill. Because of the
quick intervention and assistance from the churches, the preachers were able to
care for their church families. Congregations are seeing the good that has come
out of the bad, as many people are turning their lives over to God, because of what
the churches were able to do.

The Haitian Christian Foundation has been involved in these efforts to address the
cholera epidemic and help the Haitian churches:

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The first 1,600 cholera dropper bottles have been received, labeled, filled, and distributed to
members of the church. Tim Mastenbrook presented additional labels for the next 2,400 bot-
tles that arrived during his trip. This brought the total to 4,000 bottles. The preachers had a
plan to provide the bottles to those within the proximity of Cap as well as to the more remote
places.

The first bottles of bleach have been provided to 10 different locations, with an average of
150 bottles of bleach to each community. Church leaders instructed recipients how to treat
the water, the importance of sterilizing utensils, the importance of washing hands as well as
the fruits and vegetables.

Leaders felt that with the bottles addressed the short-to-mid term treatment, but expressed CBT Students preparing
that the long-term efforts required wells and latrines. The villages that relied on water from chlor.lne blegch bottles
polluted rivers had a higher incidence of cholera. They felt that it was important they place and instructions
